Sub:- Change in the working hours of the Air Cargo Complex at Devanahalli – reg


Attention of the Trade is invited to this Commissionerate’s Trade Facility No. 89/2004 dated 28.09.2004 vide which the revised work timings for the Bangalore Air Cargo Complex (both MSIL & JWG) were ordered.

2.
In view of the commencement of the new Bangalore International Airport at Devanahalli in May 2008 and the shifting of air cargo operations to the new ACC at Devanahalli, the matter of the work timings of the Customs officers deployed at the new ACC was examined. Taking into account the distance of the new Bangalore International Airport, the travel time involved and the fact that the bulk of the work particularly the work relating to examination, tends to get concentrated in the afternoon / late afternoon hours, the following revised timings at the new Bangalore Air Cargo Complex at Devanahalli is hereby ordered:
a) All sections to work from 1030 hrs to 1800 hrs on all working days.

b) One AC / DC along with one appraiser (by turn) to work upto 2000 hrs every working day to take care of urgent import / export assessment. 

c) Officers concerned with Import / export examination to work in two overlapping shifts i.e from 1030 hrs to 1800 hrs and from 1330 hrs to 2100 hrs so that between 1330 hrs to 1800 hrs double strength is available and examination can be expedited during the peak hours. 

d) Banks and custodians to continue their working hours as at present.

e) For the requirements of the Trade during other hours and on holidays, the OT system can be followed.

The aforesaid revised work timings shall take effect from the date of commencement of the new Air Cargo Complex at Devanahalli.
